— with four major works from the chamber music
repertoire of Franz Schubert. Each season, the Danish
String Quartet will perform a world premiere on a
program with its doppelgédnger — the Schubert quartet
or quintet that inspired it. The VRS is delighted to be a
co-commissioner of the Doppelgdnger project.
